• Open Show Limitation:  Any person residing within the State of Illinois. 
• All Commercial Gilts will be weighed, paint branded and divided into six (6) classes.  Commercial Gilts must 

be delivered to the Superintendent of the Department by 6:30 p.m. to be weighed by 8:00 p.m. Wednesday, 
June 18, 2008. 

• All Swine must be delivered to the Superintendent of Department by 7:00 a.m., Thursday, June 19, 2008. They may 
be brought in on Wednesday, June 18, 2008 after 5:00 p.m.  BARROWS will be weighed and paint branded on 
Thursday, June 19, 2008 approximately one (1) hour after Breeding Swine show is finished.  Breeds will be divided 
into two (2) classes and Commercial Barrows divided into seven (7) classes.   

• NO GILTS can be shown in Market classes.   
• All purebred swine must be registered individually in the exhibitor's name.  
•  All swine must be accompanied by official health certificate and test report.   
• All swine must comply with Pseudorabies and Brucelloses test requirements.    
• REGISTRATION PAPERS AND EAR NOTCHES WILL BE CHECKED IN PLACING PENS.   
• While on the fairgrounds all swine must be washed in the washrack.  No washing in the stall areas. 
• Any sign of fresh ear notching will disqualify animal. 
• Any animal without a readable paint brand put on by swine committee will not be allowed to show.   
• All swine must have been farrowed after January 1, 2008. 
• Breeding Swine will be judged starting at 8:00 a.m., Thursday, June 19, 2008.  BARROWS will be judged starting 

at 8:00 a.m., Friday, June 20, 2008.  Released after show.  All must be out one (1) hour after show is completed on 
Friday, June 20, 2008.
