               5- Zinnias (large), any type, 6 stems 
  6 - Snap Dragons, 6 stems 
  7 - Any flowers other than listed, annual, 3 stems 
B - PERENNIALS 
 1 - Any Kind, Perennial, 5 stems 
 2 - Baby's-Breath, 3 stems (not to exceed 18" in height) 
 3 – Lily (Any Species) 1 stem 
 4 - Roses, 1 variety, 3 blooms, properly named 
 5 - Roses, mixed variety, 3 blooms, properly named 
 6 - Rose, specimen, 1 bloom, properly named 
C - BOUQUETS 
 1 - Sweet Peas, Hardy (minimum of 6 stems) 
 2 - Nasturtium

               1 - Coleus, any variety or color 
 2 - Begonia, Flowering 
 3 - Begonia, Tuberous, rooted 
 4 - African Violet, single bloom, single crown 
 5 - African Violet, double bloom, single crown 
 6 - Cactus or Succulent  
 7 - Jade Plant 
 8 – Geraniums 
E - FERNS - Any size pot - for plants in pot in excess of 12" exhibitor must furnish own 
  stand 
 1 - Fern, Asparagus 
 2 - Fern, Boston 
 3 - Fern, All others 
F - HANGING PLANT DISPLAYS 
 1 – Philodendron and Pathos 
 2 - Any type Fern 
 3 - Spider or Airplane Plant
